BOARD OF DIRECTORS RESOLUTION
 IN SUPPORT OF INCREASED TRANSPORTATION FUNDING FOR CENTRAL TEXAS
WHEREAS, transportation infrastructure is the backbone of our economy and impacts many aspects of our quality of life; and

WHEREAS, Central Texans consistently rank transportation as a priority issue for our region; and 

WHEREAS, Central Texans continuously and overwhelming favor a more robust transportation system that includes passenger rail and transit as well as additional roadway capacity; and 

WHEREAS, the overwhelming need for a multimodal transportation system by the region’s current and future populations far outstrip the current revenue sources; and 

WHEREAS, our region is beginning to better manage transportation demand by reconnecting land use with transportation investments and more efficient use of current infrastructure, the region still continues to face significant shortfalls in funding for transportation projects from all currently available resources; and

WHEREAS, Central Texas would benefit considerably from legislation to allow communities the option to generate additional funding locally for multi-modal transportation projects to supplement state resources and help meet our increasing mobility needs; and

WHEREAS, local option funding can only supplement, not supplant other transportation funding sources; and

WHEREAS, the Texas Legislature should also build funding capacity by:

· Stopping diversions of the gas tax to financial obligations not directly related to transportation, 

· Adopting enabling legislation for Proposition 12 to authorize issues of general obligation bonds with funding available to a region for any transportation capital priority projects, 

· Granting Regional Mobility Authorities the authority to enter into comprehensive development agreements (CDA), and 

· Appropriating resources to the Rail Relocation & Improvement Fund. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Alliance For Public Transportation respectfully requests and enthusiastically supports that regional leaders work to secure the right to generate local funding sources; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Alliance For Public Transportation will partner with other community members to obtain additional revenues for regional transportation projects in Central Texas.
